NLHS Academic Challenge
Art Event
Format:  Students in grades 5 through 8 will be able to submit art work in a variety of areas that will be judged on creativity, skills used, correct use of medium, and eye appeal.

The judging will be done by Jeff Kneser, NLHS art instructor.  5th and 6th will be judged in one division and 7th and 8th in another.  
Awards:  Ribbons will be awarded to all projects judged.  Blue for first quality, red for second, white for third, and yellow for fourth.  Special purple ribbons will be awarded in some areas for exemplary works.  A trophy will be presented to the best of show in each division.
Team Competition:  Each student from a team will submit only one art project from one of the categories listed below to be judged in the team competition.  Points for each project will be given from 1 to 6 based on the quality of the work.  (Purple-6pts, Blue-4 pts, Red-3 pts., etc.)  The team score will be the combined scores of each of the five team members.  The scores will be ranked against other teams.
Procedures and rules to follow:

1. Prepare an art work chosen from the categories listed.  Please note that work which does not fit a category will be displayed, BUT NOT JUDGED.
2. Individuals should limit entries to ONE per category, but should remember that only one art project will go toward the team competition.  If more than one project is submitted, the individual must indicate which project is the team project by writing “team” on the tag.  These projects should be the students work only.

3. Be creative!  Do not trace any project or enlarge by squares.

4. Use only heavy art paper or construction paper, available through your school’s art department or it can also be obtained at any discount department store.  Art work submitted on typing or copy machine paper will not be accepted.
5. Pictures may be matted but do not put a sheet of paper over the back of your art work.  This will be a disqualification.
6. Attach an entry tag to the front of the project, printing your name, grade, school, media, and category.  See attached sheet.  Entry tags must be copied on white paper only.

7. Do not frame any artwork, except for needlework.

8. Use only God-pleasing subject material.

9. Projects should be neat and clean.  They will be marked down for smudges, dirt marks, unnecessary stains, or creases.

10. All 2 dimensional projects must be done on a minimum 9” x 12” sheet of paper with a maximum of 24” x 36”.

11. Projects do not have to be from art class assignments, BUT they must be works done since last summer.

General guidelines for projects:

Pencil/Colored pencil

-Shading produces a finished picture

-Use a light source so all shadows go in one direction

-Shade in different intensities, some dark, some lighter

Pen/Ink

-Use a light source

-Use different techniques; hatching, cross-hatching, stippling

Watercolor

-Paint your picture translucent, not opaque

-Your picture should look like watercolor and not tempera paint

Collages

-Choose one main theme

-Have one focal point

-Fill up entire page

Cartooning

-Use any cartoon character or make up your own

-Accent with a black outline

Knitting, crocheting, latch-hook, plastic canvas

-Even stitches

-Finished neatly

-Work to fit page

-Pleasing colors

Sculpture

-Pleasing to the eye

-Rounded off

-3D

-Unique
