Bible Bowl Rules

1. The purpose of the Bible Bowl is to test Bible knowledge and use of resources and have fun!!!!!

2. The decision of the judges is final.

3. Each team shall have a designated captain.

4. Each contestant may use their Bible, concordance, atlas, or helps in their Bible.

5. The Bible Bowl is given in “Jeopardy” style format with 12 categories and five levels within each category (1-5 with 5 being the most difficult).

6. Initial control of the board will be determined by the draw.

7. The team captain will choose for the team the category and value for the question.

8. Once the question is read the first team to buzz in and be recognized by the judge will have first opportunity to answer the question.  If the first response is mid question the reader will stop there and await an answer.

9. The designated team will have 30 seconds to respond or the question becomes alive for the group again.

10. If the team responds correctly they will receive the point value for the question.

11. An incorrect response will result in loss of the appointed point value and the question becomes alive for the remaining teams (begin at #8 again).

12. Once a team responds incorrectly they may not respond again.

13. The first team to respond correctly gets control of the board (see #10).

14. If there is no correct response given the last team to have controls retains control of the board.

The team with the most points after the allotted time or the last question (whichever comes first) will be declared the winner.
